 The 19 wins are tied for the third most all-time by a first-year Coyote head 
coach.
 In 2008, USD finished 2-2 at the NCC tournament and took fourth. During 
the regular season, USD recorded sweeps of Augustana and Nebraska-
Omaha. USD had several near-misses, going 6-9 in one-run games during 
the season.
 In 2007, Klyse served as an assistant coach and the pitching coach for the 
Coyotes before being named interim coach. After graduation from Augustana 
in 2003, she remained at Augustana and served as the pitching coach. Klyse 
also served as an assistant softball varsity coach at Sioux Falls Lincoln High 
School and pitching coach at the University of Sioux Falls.
 Klyse enjoyed a decorated career as a pitcher at Augustana College from 
2000-03. In four seasons, she finished 89-31 with a 1.21 ERA and had 682 
strikeouts in 775 innings pitched.
 In 2002, she was 28-11 with a 1.03 ERA. She set single-season records with 
258 strikeouts and 272.1 innings pitched and ranked in the top 10 nationally 
in victories.
 In 2001, she put together a dominant season on the mound, going 24-8 
with a 0.95 ERA in 191.2 innings pitched. She had 172 strikeouts that year 
and tied for 14th nationally in victories.
 She also threw 88 complete games in her career and had 32 shutouts. 
Opponents hit only .182 against Klyse during her career. She was a 2002 and 
2003 All-North Central Conference selection as a pitcher for the Vikings and 
was named the NCC Pitcher of the Week five times during her career.
 Klyse graduated from Augustana in 2003 with a degree in 
communications.

 Amy Klyse is in her fourth season as the head softball coach at The 
University of South Dakota. Klyse, a native of Sacramento, Calif., is guiding 
the Coyote program to one of its most successful stretches in school history 
as it transitions to Division I status.
 Klyse has 73 wins in her first three seasons at USD, which is the second 
most of any coach in school history. Overall, Klyse has an overall mark 73-
73-1 in three seasons at USD, including a 54-48-1 mark during USD’s first two 
years of the Division I transition.
 In 2010, USD eclipsed 20 wins for a second straight season, accomplishing 
that feat for the first time since 2004-05.
 Junior Mel Johnson was named the 2010 Great West Conference Pitcher 
of the Year under Klyse’s guidance. In addition, four other Coyotes earned 
All-Great West Conference second team honors -- Melissa Blackburn, Michelle 
Jones, Callie Roan and Alexa Rudeen.
 On April 27, 2010, USD recorded a historic win, edging North Dakota State 
1-0 in Fargo, N.D. It was the Coyotes’ first-ever win over a Division I opponent 
which had competed in the NCAA tournament the year before. NDSU was 
a final 16 qualifier in 2009, and later in 2010, went on to win the Summit 
League and advance to the NCAA tournament.
 USD finished second in the Great West Conference in 2010, capping off a 
late momentum surge which saw the Coyotes go 16-11-1 over their final 28 
games. USD advanced to the final of the Great West Championship before 
suffering a heartbreaking 1-0 loss to North Dakota in the finals. Four Coyotes 
earned all-tournament honors -- Johnson, Roan, Dani Bahlmann and Rachel 
Fricke. South Dakota also had five players earn weekly Great West Player/
Pitcher of the Week honors and had seven players named to the Great West 
All-Academic team.
 In 2009, she guided USD to a 33-18 mark (.647 winning percentage), 
which was the second-best season by winning percentage in program history. 
Included in the season was a 19-14 mark against Division I foes and an 11-
game winning streak. The Coyotes also finished second at the Independent 
Tournament, which included a pair of comeback 8-inning wins over Seattle 
and Northern Colorado.
 USD also earned nine Great West Conference Player/Pitcher of the Week 
honors as well.
 Also in 2009, USD’s Tagney Jones was named the Division I All-Independent 
Player of the Year, while Cortney Heim and Mel Johnson earned All-
Independent second team honors.
 Klyse guided USD to a 19-25 mark in 2008, including a 6-6 record and third-
place finish in the North Central Conference. That marked an improvement 
of four positions from 2007. For her efforts, Klyse was named the NCC’s 
Co-Coach of the Year.

2010 Season Recap
 The University of South Dakota soŌ ball team ended the 
2010 season on a strong note with a second-place fi nish at 
the Great West Championship at Farmers Branch, Texas on 
May 17. That fi nish was part of a good stretch of play late 
in the season for the Coyotes, who fi nished 9-3 over their 
fi nal 12 games and 16-11-1 over their fi nal 28 games. Part 
of that stretch included a season-high six-game winning 
streak.
 USD, under the direcƟ on of third-year Coach Amy Klyse, 
played a diffi  cult nonconference schedule which included 
doubleheaders against two 2010 NCAA tournament quali-
fi ers -- North Dakota State and Nebraska. A highlight of the 
season for the Coyotes was a 1-0 win at NDSU on April 27, 
the fi rst Ɵ me USD had beaten a team that had qualifi ed for 
the NCAA tournament the year before. In that game, USD’s 
Mel Johnson, pictured right, fi red the shutout and hit the 
game-winning home run.
 USD also played compeƟ Ɵ ve at Nebraska, leading much 
of the fi rst game of the doubleheader before losing, 7-5.
 The Coyotes also posted impressive wins over noncon-
ference foes SeaƩ le, Sacred Heart, Youngstown State and 
Detroit Mercy during the season. USD fi nished a perfect 
6-0 at home, including an impressive sweep of North Dako-
ta to close out the regular season. The Coyotes outscored 
their opponents 48-11 at home in 2010.
 In Great West Conference play, USD was 3-3, losing a 
pair of extra-inning games. The Coyotes entered Great 
West Championship as the No. 2 seed and opened with a 
7-5 win over Houston BapƟ st. USD also avenged two losses 
to Utah Valley with a 3-1 win over the Wolverines in an 

eliminaƟ on game to advance to the championship, where 
the Coyotes suff ered a heartbreaking 1-0 loss to North 
Dakota in the championship. USD fi nished the tournament 
2-2 and took second. Dani Bahlmann, Rachel Fricke, John-
son, and Callie Roan each earned all-tournament honors.
 Johnson was named the Great West Pitcher of the Year 
and earned fi rst-team All-GWC honors, while four Coy-
otes -- Missy Blackburn, Michelle Jones, Callie Roan and 
Alexa Rudeen -- were named to the All-GWC second team. 
Johnson was a two-Ɵ me Great West Conference Pitcher of 
the Week while Erica Denney, Jones and Roan also earned 
weekly honors from the league.

Tiff any Davis ranks as one of the best softball players in 

school history. She is fourth all-time in NCAA Division II soft-

ball with 53 career home runs. Davis, who played from 1998-

2001, fi nished her career with 211 RBI, 51 doubles, 14 triples, 

173 runs scored and 135 walks, totals which ranks fi rst on the 

Coyote career chart. She also had 242 hits (second all-time).  

Davis set a school record with 17 HRs in 2001 and also had 13 

in 2003, 12 in 1999 and 11 in 1998, which are four of the top 

fi ve HR seasons in school history. She also owns the top three 

RBI seasons of all time, including 63 in 2001. Davis recoded 

an .833 slugging percentage and .517 on-base mark in 2001, 

which also rank fi rst all-time at USD.  She ranks fi rst in seven 

hitting cagegories for a season and owns fi ve career marks.

Angela Palma (2002-05) owns four career school 
records for pitching, including most strikeouts in a 
career with 672. and complete games with 98.
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 The Great West Conference 
is made up of 10 intercollegiate 
institutions that range 
geographically from New Jersey 
to Texas to California.  The 10 
member schools are spread 
out over seven states and four 
time zones, giving each school 
added exposure - both in terms 
of media and recruiting - in new destinations.  
The conference affiliation also generates much 
interest within the 10 institutions’ substantial 
alumni base. 
 The conference, which began as a football-
only league, took a giant leap in the collegiate 
athletic world when the conference expanded 
to include several additional sports and several 
new members.
 Joining the league on July 10, 2008 were 
Houston Baptist University, New Jersey Institute 
of Technology, University of North Dakota, 
University of South Dakota, Texas-Pan American and Utah Valley 
University. Chicago State accepted the league’s invitation to join in 
October, 2008.   These seven schools joined football-only members 
Cal Poly, UC Davis and Southern Utah University to make up the 10-
member league.  
 In addition to football, championships conducted during the 
2008-09 academic year were men’s and women’s cross country, 
men’s and women’s indoor and outdoor track and field, and men’s 
and women’s golf. Team sports in baseball, basketball, soccer, 
softball, tennis and volleyball begin league play in 2009-10.
 In softball, two round-robin tournaments will be held during 
the season between South Dakota, North Dakota, Utah Valley and 
Houston Baptist to determine the regular season champion.

 Note: USD applied for and was 
granted admission into The Summit 
League in April of 2009. The Coyotes 
will become a full-fledged member 
of the conference in 2011-12.
 Now in its 28th year as an NCAA 
Division I athletics conference, 
The Summit League continues its 
renaissance and ascent both on 
the playing field and in the classroom.  The 2008-
09 academic year saw the league reach numerous 
milestones among its 10 member institutions and 
19 championship sports.
 The Summit League made history during 
its 2009 basketball championships with record 
crowds and sponsorship totals in its first season in 
Sioux Falls, S.D. New attendance standards were 
established for the entire tournament, the women’s 
tournament and several individual sessions. On the 
court, the North Dakota State men and South Dakota 
State women both achieved the rare feat of earning an automatic NCAA 
bid in their first season of eligibility.
 Netting the NCAA’s largest men’s basketball attendance increase 
during the 2008-09 season further illustrated the growth and excitement 
surrounding Summit League basketball. The league ranked 16th 
nationally, up six spots over the previous year, and increased its crowds 
at a rate of 30 percent per game. 
 An unprecedented total of three Summit League teams ended their 
2008-09 seasons with a national ranking. NDSU’s softball team ended 
the year ranked No. 18 in the ESPN.com/USA Softball poll after capturing 
the league’s first NCAA Regional title in a decade and becoming the first 
Summit League team to reach the Super Regional round. SDSU’s women’s 
basketball team earned a No. 19 ranking in the final USA Today/ESPN 
Coaches’ poll after peaking at No. 14 during the season and posting a 
first-round victory in the NCAA Tournament.  The Oakland men’s soccer 
team finished at No. 30 in the College Soccer News poll after reaching 
the No. 24 position earlier in the season and becoming The Summit 
League’s first top-25 soccer squad.
